INTENDED USE

The battery-operated motorbike Vespa is designed for use by children from 3 till 6 years of age and maximum weight of
the child up to 30 kg. The product is designed for play and use on on even surface and in safe areas such as — home, park
or playground. It is intended for use by one child only. The child who will use the motorbike must be able to stand steady on
their feet and move on their own.

WARNINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR SAFE USE

* Warning! To be used under the direct supervision of an adult.

* NEVER LEAVE THE CHILD WITHOUT ADULT SUPERVISION. Always monitor the child while it is using the battery-
operated motorbike.

* Warning! This toy is unsuitable for children under 36 months due to its maximum speed. The toy has many small part.
Chocking hazards.

*Warning! This toy has no breaks.

*Warning! Protective equipment should be worn. One must always use shoes during use. Make sure your child wears
sturdy, non-slip shoes.

*Warning! Not to be used in traffic.

*Warning! The battery-operated motorbike is designed to be driven by young children on flat and smooth surfaces. Do not
use the product on soft surfaces such as grass, soil, or sand.

ASSEMBLY STEPS

1.Step 1 — See Figures 1 and 2: Attach the auxiliary wheels to the designated for them place on the bottom of the
motorbike’s body. Fix them using screwdriver and 4 screws M4x14.

2.Step 2 — See Figure 3: Place the rear fender at the rear part of the motorbike’s body and fix it using screw M4x14 and
screwdriver (not included).

3.Step 3 — See Figure 4: Attach the front fender to the front fork.

4.4.Step 4 — See Figure 5: Slide the front fork with the front wheel through the opening in the front part of the motorbike’s
body.

5.Step 5 — See Figures 6, 7 and 8: Take the handlebar and detach the bolt using a screwdriver. Connect the cable coming
out of the handlebar with the one coming out of the motorbike’s body. Slide the connected cables into the opening. Be
careful not to damage them. Then attach the handlebar to the top of the front fork. Align the holes for the fixing bolt located
on the handlebar and front fork. Slide through these openings the bolt and fix it using the nut and screwdriver. When
attaching the handlebar be careful not to damage the cables.

6.Step 6 — See Figure 9, 10, 11 and 12: Remove the screw from the cover of the battery compartment using a screwdriver.
Open the cover. Remove the white cover of the battery terminal. Connect the red cable to the red terminal of the battery.
Warning! DO NOT CONNECT BLACK CABLE WITH RED TERMINAL OR RED CABLE TO THE BLACK TERMINAL.
Replace the cover over the battery compartment. Fix it using screw and screwdriver. Then attach the rear toolbox in the rear
part of the motorbike’s body. Fix it using 2 screws M4x14 and screwdriver.



7.Step 7 — See Figure 13: Place the seat into the location over the motorbike body, then insert the bolt into the hole and
tighten the nut.

8.Step 8 — See Figure 14: Place the windshield holder over the right location on the handlebar. Insert the rearview mirrors
into the hole of the handlebar and press down to fix them. Then attach the front windshield and fix it using 4 screws M3x10
and screwdriver.

USE OF THE PRODUCT

A.See Figure U: MB — button for melodies; ON/ OFF — button for switch on or off; F/B — button for moving forward/
backward; MP — Music player; FP — foot pedal;

B.Start: Press the ON/ OFF button.

C.Moving forward and stopping:

- Moving Forward: Press the F/B button in position F (forward) for moving forward. Press the foot pedal. The motorbike will
start moving forward.

- Stopping: When the child lifts its foot from the foot pedal, the motorbike will stop moving.

- Moving Rearward: Press the F/B button in position R (rearward/ backward) for moving rearward. Press the foot pedal. The
motorbike will start moving rearward.

CHARGING OF THE BATTERY OPERATED MOTORBIKE

THE RECHARGEABLE BATTERY MUST BE CHARGED BY AN ADULT ONLY.
1.Before use for the first time you must charge the rechargeable battery for 9 - 10 hours. Do not charge more
than 15 hours to avoid overheating of the battery and charger.
2.Charge battery after each use or at least once a month for 9 to 10 hours but not more than 15 hours.
3.When the normal speed of the motorbike starts to significantly decline or after each use of the product, charge
the battery.
4.Check the battery, charger and their connectors and cables for extensive wearing or damage every time before
you start charging the battery. If you find any wearing or damage, do not use the charger or battery until the worn
or damaged part is replaced.
5.The battery must be charged in dry areas only.
6.1t is normal for the battery and charger to become warm during charging.
7.Charge the battery at least once a month, even if the motorbike has not being used.
8.At room temperature under 5 degrees Celsius, the charging must take 3-5 hours more. Do not use this product
under - 5 degrees Celsius.
9.The battery and the charger are not toys and it is strictly forbidden for children to play with them.
10.Charging:
*See Figure CH. Insert the adapter DC plug (CP) in the charging socket (CS), which is situated on the left of the
motorbike’s body.
Insert the AC plug of the adapter in a socket of the main electric grid.
*Do not allow your child to press the foot pedal during charging.

WARNING!

1. IN ORDER TO AVOID FIRE AND ELECTRIC SHOCK:

- Always use only the rechargeable battery and adapter provided with the bought product. NEVER USE battery or charger of
other brand or another product.

- Do not place the battery or adapter for another product. This may result in overheating, fire or explosion.

12. Before you put the battery-operated motorbike in storage, you must charge its battery completely. After that every 3
months you must charge it, in order to prolong its life.

13. During charging the motorbike is not usable, because the current of the electric system is stopped.

Replacing of the battery and removal of the discharged one Q"E

Your battery at one point will lose its ability to hold charge. Depending on the amount of use and varying conditions, the
battery should be used between one and three years. In order to replace the battery and remove the discharged one, follow
the steps below:

1. Remove the cover of the battery compartment.

2. Detach the cables from the battery.

3. Remove the metal bracket that protects the battery from falling if there is such.

4. Carefully lift the battery. Depending on the state of the battery (for example leakage) we recommend you to wear
protective gloves before you remove the battery. Do not lift the battery by its terminals or cables.

5. Place the discharged battery in a plastic packaging. Important! The sealed lead-acid battery must be recycled or thrown
away in an ecologically friendly manner for the purpose of avoiding pollution of the environment. The battery contains lead
acid (electrolyte) and must be discarded in an ecologically friendly manner in accordance with the regulatory requirements.
DO NOT throw the rechargeable battery in fire, because it may explode or leak. DO NOT throw the lead-acid battery in the
containers for household waste. The incineration (burning), land filling or mixing of the sealed lead-acid batteries with the
household waste is forbidden by law.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE OF THE PRODUCT

+ Cleaning:

1.Do not clean the product with a hose. Do not wash it with water and soap. Do not use the motorbike, when it rains or
snows. Water may damage the motor, electric system or battery.
2.Clean the battery operated motorbike with soft, dry cloth only. In order to restore the shine of the plastic parts, use
polishing agent for furniture WITHOUT wax. Do not use strong abrasive cleaning agents.
% Maintenance and storage:
1.The responsibility to check the main parts of the toy before use is entirely to the parents/ adult. Regularly check for
potential risk of damage / injury — the battery, adapter, electric cables or wires, bushings, screws, body, moving systems,
wheels, fastening components — whether they are in good working condition or not, whether there is any damage, broken or
chipped parts. If you find any, you must stop using the product, until the damage is removed. Contact the shop you bought
the product from or the importer.
2.Before each use check the seat. If it is correctly attached and fixed, check if the fixing screw is loose or not.
3.Make sure that the plastic parts of the toy are not cracked or broken.
4.From time to time use lubricating oil, in order to oil the moving parts such as wheels and moving connections. You must
apply a very thin layer of the oil and be careful while applying it.
5.Store the motorbike in upright position only, do not turn it upside down and do not tilt it. Park the battery operated
motorbike indoors or cover it with sailcloth, in order to protect it in humid weather.
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6.When you are not going to use the product, you must store it at a dry, cool and well ventilated place. Do not store the
product close to sources of heat — open fire, heating devices or cookers and also at humid places.

7.FOR ADULTS ONLY: recharge the battery after each use. Recharge the battery at least once a month, when you are not
using the battery operated motorbike.

8.When the battery operated motorbike is not being used, all electric sources must be switched off. All switches must be in
zero position or in “stop” position. Disconnect the bushings of the battery’s cables.

9.1f you are not going to use the product for a long time, you must charge the battery completely, before you put it for
storage. You must charge the battery every three months in order to prolong its life.

10.Before you put the motorbike for storage you must remove the cables from all bushings and the rechargeable battery of
the motorbike. Store it at a suitable place (dry, cool and well ventilated place). Do not allow children to play close to the
battery.

11.IMPORTANT! DO NOT MAKE ANY CHANGES OF THE BODY OF THE MOTORBIKE AND ITS MAIN PARTS AND
ALSO THE ELECTRIC INSTALLATION! This may lead to damaging of the product, improper operation and a risk of injury
to the child. These parts must be maintained by an expert — authorized repair shop or importer.

12.Do not change the structure of this product and its electric system. Any changes must be performed under the guidance
of a technician only. In case of a problem contact the shop you bought the product from or the importer.
