ASSEMBLY STEPS

1. FRONT AND REAR WHEELS’ INSTALLATION - FIGURE 1: Turn SUV’s body upside down. Attach the front wheels to
both sides of the front axle. The cogwheels of the front wheels must fit tightly to the cogwheels of the gearboxes. Place the
washers on both sides of the axle and tighten it with nuts and wrench. Install the rear wheels in the same way. Please note:
The cogwheel of the rear wheel must fit tightly to the cogwheel of the gearbox. Attach the wheel covers to the front and rear
wheels. Push them carefully to fix them. You will hear a click.

2.STEERING WHEEL AND FRONT BUMPER INSTALLATION - FIGURE 2:

*Steering wheel: Place the steering wheel directly on the steering shaft coming from the dashboard. Press the buttons on
the steering shaft and slide the steering wheel down the steering shaft. The buttons must fit into their designated openings
on the steering wheel to lock the steering wheel to the steering shatft.

*Front bumper: Connect the bumper light cable to the cable coming from the SUV body. Then attach the bumper to the
SUV body and secure it with screws.

3.ATTACHING THE FRONT FRAME - FIGURE 3: Connect the cable connector on the front frame lights to the cable
connector coming out of the SUV body.

Align the plastic ends of the rear frame with the
corresponding openings in the SUV body. Press down gently the front frame. The plastic pins must enter in the openings
and to fix. You will hear a clicking sound. Then attach the upper lights to the frame.

USE OF THE BATTERY OPERATED SUV

»Notice: When you change the direction of movement, first make sure that the SUV does not move. Otherwise, if you
change suddenly the direction of movement without stopping the SUV, you may cause damage of the gears and motor.
1.BUTTONS AND SWITCHES FOR OPERATING/ USING THE SUV - SEE FIGURE U:

*FP — Foot pedal — press the pedal to move the SUV.

*MP — Music player — buttons for music, volume up and volume down, USB for connecting to MP3 player or phone to play
different songs.

*ON/ OFF — Power button for turning the SUV ON or OFF.

*F/S/B (A OY) — Buttons for moving Forward/Stopping/Backward.

2.HOW TO MOVE FORWARD/ BACKWARD OR TO STOP:

*First switch the power of the SUV on.

*Moving Forward: Put the Forward/ Backward (A O V) switch in position Forward A and press the pedal in order to move
the SUV forward.
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*Moving Backward: To change the direction of movement, first make sure that the SUV does not move. Put the Forward/
Backward (A OV¥) switch in position Backward ¥ and press the pedal to move the SUV backwards.

*Stop: Lift your leg from the pedal in order to stop the SUV from moving. If you switch the Forward/ backward (A O V) button
into middle position (O), the SUV will not be moving as well.

REMOTE CONTROL USE

ONLY AN ADULT CAN USE THE REMOTE CONTROL!

The use of the remote control is always with priority over the manual and pedal operation with the SUV.

(If you use the remote control, the pedal will not work.)
Follow strictly the instructions regarding the remote control use.

I. PLACING OF THE BATTERIES:

WARNING! The placement of batteries should be performed in the absence of children!

1. The batteries are not included in the set.

2. Remove the screw of the lid of the battery compartment with a screwdriver and set it aside.

3. After that place 2 pcs AAA (1.5V) batteries in the compartment, make sure that you observe the respective polarity (+/-)
when you place them, it is indicated on the bottom of the compartment.

4. Replace the cover of the battery compartment and secure it with the screw.

5. The batteries must be handled by an adult. Do not allow the children to play with the batteries.

6.Warning! The placing of the further change of the batteries must be done by an adult.

II. BUTTONS OF THE REMOTE CONTROL - SEE FIGURE RC:

-F — Forward — press in order to move the SUV forward;

-B — Backward — press in order to move the SUV backward;

-P — Stop/ Pause — press to stop the SUV from moving;

-L — Turn on the left— press in order the SUV to turn on the left;

-R — Turn on the right — press in order the SUV to turn on the right;

-S — Speed select — 3 speeds — slow, medium and fast. When the SUV moves backwards, it is always only in slow speed.
-SD - LED indicating light for the speed — 1 LED light = slow speed; 2 = medium and 3 = fast speed;

Ill. CONNECTING THE REMOTE CONTROL DEVICE TO THE SUV:

1.Turn off the power of the SUV from the button on the dashboard. Put batteries in the compartments of the remote control.
2.Hold the Forward and Backward buttons at the same time for 3 seconds. The first speed indicator will start flashing. Turn
on the power of the SUV. The light indicator should stop flashing and turns to long light. This means that the connection was
successful. If the connection wasn’t successful, turn off the power of the SUV and repeat step 1.

3.The RC will turn into power saving mode automatically if you do not use it for 10 seconds.

4.The RC device has memory function. This means that if you change the old batteries with new ones, you will not need to
reconnect the RC device to the SUV.

IV. INSTRUCTION ON REMOTE CONTROL USE

1.Press button F and the SUV will move forward.

2.Press button B and the SUV will move backwards.

3.The speed button S allows you to move the vehicle with slow, normal and high speed. It does not work when the vehicle is
moved backwards. One indicating light is for low speed, 2 indicating lights is for normal speed and 3 indicating lights are for
fast speed.

4.Press button L for turning left and the SUV will turn left. Press button R for turning right and the SUV will turn right.

8. Do not throw the batteries in fire, because they may blow up or leak.

CHARGING OF THE RECHARGEABLE BATTERY OF THE TOY

THE RECHARGEABLE BATTERY MUST BE CHARGED BY AN ADULT ONLY.

1.Before use for the first time you must charge the rechargeable battery for 8 - 12 hours. Do not charge more than 15 hours
to avoid overheating of the battery and charger.

2.Charge battery after each use or at least once a month for 8 to 12 hours but not more than 15 hours.

3.When the normal speed of the SUV starts to significantly decline or after each use of the product, charge the battery.
4.Check the battery, charger and their connectors and cables for extensive wearing or damage every time before you start
charging the battery.

5.The battery must be charged in dry areas only.

6.1t is normal for the battery and charger to become warm during charging.

7.Charge the battery at least once a month, even if the SUV has is not being used.

8.At room temperature under 5 degrees Celsius, the charging must take 3-5 hours more. Do not use this product under - 5
degrees Celsius.

9. CHARGING (FIGURE CH):

*Use only the battery and charger, which are provided from the manufacturer.

*Switch the battery-operated SUV off before you start charging the battery.
*Plug the charger connector to the socket for charging of the battery operated SUV.
*Connect the plug of the charger to an electrical outlet of the central power grid. The battery will start charging.

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Your battery at one point will lose its ability to hold charge. Depending on the amount of use and varying conditions, the
battery should be used between one and three years. In order to replace the battery and remove the discharged one, follow
the steps below:

1.Remove the seat of the battery operated SUV.

2.Remove the jacks of the battery’s cables.

3.Remove the metal bracket that protects the battery from falling.

4.Remove the lid of the battery compartment.

5.Carefully lift the battery.

*Depending on the state of the battery (for example leakage) you may have to wear protective gloves before you remove the
battery.

Do not lift the battery by its terminals or cables.

6.Place the discharged battery in a plastic packaging.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE OF THE PRODUCT

% Cleaning:

1.Do not clean the product with a hose. Do not wash it with water and soap. Do not use the product, when it
rains or snows. Water can damage the motor, electric system or battery.

2. Clean the battery operated SUV with soft, dry cloth only. In order to restore the shine of the plastic parts, use
polishing agent for furniture WITHOUT wax. Do not use strong abrasive cleaning agents.

% Maintenance and storage:

1.The responsibility to check the main parts of the toy before use is entirely to the parents/ adult. Regularly
check for potential risk of damage / injury — the battery, adapter, electric cables or wires, bushings, screws, body,
moving systems, wheels, fastening components — whether they are in good working condition or not, whether
there is any damage, broken or chipped parts. If you find any, you must stop using the product, until the damage
is removed. Contact the shop you bought the product from or the importer.

2.Check the seat before each use. Make sure it is correctly positioned and secured (fixed) with a screw.

3. Check the seat belts for being in good working condition before each use.

4.Make sure that the plastic parts of the toy are not cracked or broken.




5.From time to time use lubricating oil, in order to oil the moving parts such as wheels and moving connections.
You must apply a very thin layer of the oil and be careful while applying it.

6.Store the SUV in upright position only, do not turn it upside down and do not tilt it. Park the battery operated
SUV indoors or cover it with sailcloth, in order to protect it in humid weather.

7.When you are not going to use the product, you must store it in a dry, cool and well ventilated place. Do not
store the product close to sources of heat — open fire, heating devices or cookers and also at humid places.
8.FOR ADULTS ONLY: recharge the battery after each use. Recharge the battery at least once a month, when
you are not using the battery operated SUV.

9.When the battery operated SUV is not being used, all electric sources must be switched off. All switches must
be in zero position or in “stop” position. Disconnect the bushings of the battery’s cables.

10.If you are not going to use the product for a long time, you must charge the battery completely, before you put
it for storage. You must charge the battery every three months in order to prolong its life.

11.Before you put the SUV for storage you must switch the power button OFF, remove the cables from all
bushings and the rechargeable battery of the SUV. Store it at a suitable place (dry, cool and well ventilated
place). Do not allow children to play close to the battery.

12.IMPORTANT! DO NOT MAKE ANY CHANGES OF THE BODY OF THE SUV AND ITS MAIN PARTS AND
ALSO THE ELECTRIC INSTALLATION! This may lead to damaging of the SUV, improper operation and a risk
of injury to the child. These parts must be maintained by an expert — authorized repair shop or importer.

13.Do not charge non-rechargeable batteries, do not mix old and new or different types of batteries. Observe the
correct polarity while placing the batteries.

14.Do not change the structure of this product and its electric system. Any changes must be performed under
the guidance of a technician only. In case of a problem contact the shop you bought the product from or the
importer.
